Take Harris exit from 135, four miles north of
North Branch. Travel west 1/4 mile to Falcon Road. Travel north approx.
1 1/2 miles to the left bend in road. Turn left at bend, range entrance is
on right approx. 100 yards from bend.

Time; Firing begins 9 am SHARP! Pits will seal at 8:50 Last call for squadding is 8:30

Eligibility;  Competition is open to all. Juniors under eighteen must have an adult
on the range at all times. Teams may be made from clubs, associations,
Military units or anyone with an interest in Highpower rifle shooting.

Entry; $40 per team. Four shooters per team. Teams must have one MK or SS for
every M or HM classified shooter. This will allow new shooters some coaching
by more experienced riflemen.

Rifles Allowed; NRA service rifle or match rifle.

Course of Fire; National Match course; Coaching is allowed.
Two sighter and ten rounds standing slow-fire at 200 yards
Two sighters and ten rounds rapid fire, standing to sitting, sixty second time
limit, 200 yards
Two sighters and ten rounds rapid fire, standing to prone, seventy second time
limit, 300 yards
Two sighters and twenty rounds slow-fire at 600 yards. Pair firing is
encouraged during slow-fire stages. Teams will be required to have one pit
puller at all times. Designated coaches are not required to pull targets.

Additional firing; 600 yard infantry match. Three shooters, One coach (10x 50
binoculars only) five targets, fifty seconds exposure, 120 rounds
per team, each firing member must perform one reload during
string. Four points per hit, bonus scoring will be each target
squared with six or more hits. 480 possible points, 25 possible
bonus points. 505 total points possible.

Awards; 60% of all entries will be awarded to top three teams from total scores in
both the NMC portion and Infantry portion in the following manner,
50% to First Place, 30% to Second Place, 20 % to Third Place.
